Filling Our Pews. Last month, we shared our goal of 350 average atten-
dance during the season. That remains the goal, but realize that won’t hap-
pen overnight. It will take effort and determination by all of us to make that 
possible.  You’ve heard the old adage, “By the yard it’s hard; by the inch it’s 
a cinch”. So Evangelism has focused on the “inch” portion of our atten-
dance goal. By increasing attendance a mere 8% per year (28 in 2012) we 
will easily reach our goal within 5 years.  Yes we can, through Jesus Christ 
and the Holy Spirit!

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BELLEVUE HEIGHTS CHURCH 
PRAYER CHAIN 

 

I now want to introduce you to our Church Prayer Chain (“P/C”)!  What is a prayer chain?  It is 

made up of links, just as a chain is linked together with each link dependent on the other so the 

chain grows;  However, a chain is only as strong as the nearest link.  Every single link in a 

prayer chain is a prayer!  Prayer is an invincible force, bringing to pass things that are beyond 

the ability of human intelligence or strength to accomplish making possible the impossible.  For 

“with God all things are possible” - Matthew 19:26. 

 

INDIVIDUAL PRAYER NEED PROCEDURE: 

1. If you have a prayer request, you should call the church office and report the need to our 

church Administrative Assistant (Veronica) who will inform both Pastors.  After immediately 

informing them, she will publicize that need to Jean Hallman who is captain of our P/C. 

2. After being informed of the prayer need, Jean informs her 2 P/C Coordinators.  The 2 coordi-

nators then contact their P/C Leaders (presently 5 in number).  Each of the 5 leaders then 

call their people. 

 

TO JOIN OUR CHURCH PRAYER CHAIN FOR SERVICE TO OTHERS: 

If you wish to join this special P/C there are a few specifics to follow: 

 

1. Call Jean Hallman.  You will be assigned to a P/C Leader who later will relate any future 
prayer needs to you at which time you pray privately for that need. 

2. If you choose to be a P/C Leader, you will be given the names and phone numbers (approx. 
5 people to call).  P/C Leaders are to pray immediately upon receiving a request, if possible.  
The P/C should be activated as soon as possible.  

3. Pray only for the specific need that is requested.  Leave friendly visits for another time!  Don't 
add or subtract from the request.  Please, no gossiping when the P/C request is made. 

4. Pray expectantly! 

5. Should a P/C Coordinator or a P/C Leader be out of town, please arrange for someone to re-
place them if at all possible;  also inform the Prayer Chairwoman (Jean).

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PARTNERS IN MISSION FOR FEBRUARY 2012 
Phoenix Rescue Mission 

 

For nearly 60 years, Phoenix Rescue Mission has been serving the Valley’s homeless and those in 
need. Service to the poor remains a major focus of the Mission. It is open every day of the year, 
serving three meals a day to men, women and children. In addition, showers, clean clothing, chapel 
services and counseling are available to anyone in need. 
 

A Men’s Addiction Recovery Program is an important part of the Phoenix Rescue Mission agenda, 
as well. It is Christ-centered, utilizing multiple methods of chemical dependency and relapse pre-
vention techniques. It is a minimum one-year program with multiple areas of ministry and levels, 
including spiritual growth, addiction recovery, educational/vocational, and life skills. Successful 
graduates of the program will be a new creation in Jesus Christ, remain substance-free, maintain 
gainful employment, and actively participate in a local church. 

 

One of the most important additions to the organization’s ministry came last year, with opening of the Changing Lives Cen-
ter on a three-acre site at 15th Avenue and Polk in Phoenix. At this ultra-modern facility, women and children suffering from 
homelessness, addiction and despair find hope and healing. It is a gated, safe community where mothers get Christian 
counseling, professional therapy, proper nutritional diets, training in family and parenting skills, school classes for the kids, 
chapel services and much more. 
 

All of these programs and services are made possible through the generosity of churches, organizations and individual 
donors. Here is a portion of what Phoenix Rescue Mission President and CEO, Rev. Jay A. Cory, had this to say in a re-
cent letter to supporters. 
 

“Winter is here again. And once again we need your help to provide shelter and care for people who are homeless in the 
Phoenix area. Thousands of people (estimated at 10,000) who live on the streets in the area face a nightly crisis this time 
of year. I am deeply concerned about those who are homeless and hungry, who have no escape from the miseries of life 
on the streets. With no refuge from the darkness and cold, no warmth, no food, and no security, they feel lost and fright-
ened. Everyone needs a safe, secure shelter; a place where they can get a good night’s sleep and a nutritious meal. 
Phoenix Rescue Mission is that place.”  
 

Contributions are needed on a continuing basis to help provide secure shelter, hot meals, Christian counseling and other 
vital services offered by Phoenix Rescue Mission. You may contribute through your Bellevue Heights Church envelope by 
designating it for that purpose. Or you may send it directly to the Rescue Mission at PO Box 63005, Phoenix, AZ 85082-
3005. 
 

If you have items of clothing or non-perishable food you’d like to donate, there’s an easy way to do so. Along the southeast 
wall of Franklin Hall (to the far left as you enter the hall) are receptacles in which you may deposit the items. Frances 
Benavidez, who is a member of the Bellevue Heights Mission Department, is our liaison with the Phoenix Rescue Mission. 
She will see that they are delivered.
