PRAYER CHAIN 

 
 

I now want to introduce you to our Church Prayer Chain (“P/C”)!  What is a prayer chain?  It is made 

up of links, just as a chain is linked together with each link dependent on the other so the chain 

grows;  However, a chain is only as strong as the nearest link.  Every single link in a prayer chain is 

a prayer!  Prayer is an invincible force, bringing to pass things that are beyond the ability of human 

intelligence or strength to accomplish making possible the impossible.  For “with God all things are 

possible” - Matthew 19:26. 

 
 
INDIVIDUAL PRAYER NEED PROCEDURE: 

 

1. If you have a prayer request, you should call the church office and report the need to our church 

Administrative Assistant (Veronica) who will inform both Pastors.  After immediately informing 

them, she will publicize that need to Jean Hallman who is captain of our P/C. 

2. After being informed of the prayer need, Jean informs her 2 P/C Coordinators.  The 2 coordina-

tors then contact their P/C Leaders (presently 5 in number).  Each of the 5 leaders then call their 

people. 

 

TO JOIN OUR CHURCH PRAYER CHAIN FOR SERVICE TO OTHERS: 

*If you wish to Join this special P/C there are a few specifics to follow: 

 

1. Call Jean Hallman.  You will be assigned to a P/C Leader who later will relate any future prayer 

needs to you at which time you pray privately for that need. 

2. If you choose to be a P/C Leader, you will be given the names and phone numbers (approx. 5 

people to call).  P/C Leaders are to pray immediately upon receiving a request, if possible.  The 

P/C should be activated as soon as possible.  

3. Pray only for the specific need that is requested.  Leave friendly visits for another time!  Don't add 

or subtract from the request.  Please, no gossiping when the P/C request is made. 

4. Pray expectantly! 

5. Should a P/C Coordinator or a P/C Leader be out of town, please arrange for someone to re-

place them if at all possible;  also inform the Prayer Chairwoman (Jean).

PARTNERS IN MISSION FOR JANUARY 2012 
Rick and Mercy Barnes—Serving in Mexico 

 
Rick and Mercy Barnes have much to be thankful for, and 
like us, they have challenges and concerns that face them 
on a regular basis. These faithful servants have been 
serving the Lord in Baja California, Mexico since 2002. 
Rick and Mercy are one of three International Ministries 
missionary couples to receive budget support from our 
Missions Department. They have appeared in our church 
several times. 
 
Their ministry in Baja includes leadership development for 
new church planting, teaching at the seminary, and work 
with short-term mission groups from the United States. 

Their ministry area includes Mexicali, Ensenada, San Luis and Tijuana. New church planting has 
taken them down the road of dialogue about the value of tradition and innovation. They have learned 
to frame the terminology of new church planting with phrases such as cooperating churches, spon-
soring churches, and partner churches to reflect a more rational approach to make the planting of 
new churches happen. 
 
Rick and Mercy are part of the faculty of the Dios con Nosotros Seminary, located in Mexicali, and 
associated with the Dios con Nosotros Convention. They teach courses on church planting and 
church history, as well as pastoral ministry and discipleship. As a bridge between Baptist churches 
in the U.S. and the Baptists of Baja California, they also help shepherd short-term mission teams 
and facilitate continuing education for church leaders. 
 
In a recent Thanksgiving letter, Rick said, “There are times when I feel like I am winning, and there 
are times I feel like I am drowning.” He went on to say, “With two kids in college and Mercy studying 
for her Doctorate in Ministry, there are times I simply scratch my head and wonder. I wonder will 
things stretch enough. I wonder where the promise of God’s provision ends, and madness begins.” 
Then he hearkened back to the landing of the Pilgrims, and the difficulties they encountered, and 
how they persevered, and gave thanks for what they had. 
 
“I know I am not the only one who feels at times like I am drowning,” Rick says. “Many struggle, and 
there is much doubt and concern about the future. It is easy for me to fall into the pattern of wonder-
ing about God’s provision.” And then he went on the say that God always seems to send someone 
or something to remind him that he is winning, not losing. “Indeed, God has blessed me very much, 
and as I take stock of that, it prepares me much better to handle the challenges and joys of this pre-
sent time, and have confidence of God’s presence in the future, too.” 
 
Rick and Mercy Barnes are parents of Aida, 19, Rich, 17, and Joshua, age 11. If you are interested 
in partnering in mission with the Barnes’, there are several ways to do so.

Jimmy Blackwood, whose father was an original member of the group, contin-

ues the tradition as lead singer.
